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Property history

•1919 to 1940s Dabney Jones Company 
made lacquers, varnishes, and enamels 

•1960 to 1980s made epoxy-based coatings
•After 1980 made water-based epoxies and 

acrylics until plant closure in 1994



Current conditions
•Groundwater monitoring every other year

•PAH’s slightly elevated in 5 of 10 monitors

•Concentrations continue decreasing

•Stabilized and not migrating

•Soil contamination
•Metals and VOCs

•Capped to limit exposure



Environmental Covenant

•No residential
•This includes parks, schools, and other uses that put people in close contact 

with the site.

•Continued monitoring

•Soil remains capped or is removed from site

•State oversight of land use change
