Summary Narrative

* We conducted three community input sessions to gather
preferences about the Forest Play area: one at Chickasaw
Park, one with Trinity House Daycare, and one at the Health
Fair at Southwick Community Center sponsored by Black
Nurse Practitioners of Louisville.

* We had approximately 100 participants rank their
preferences (about 60% were children).

e Our results show a strong preference for climbing features,
followed by balancing and stepping features. River
overlooks and seating were also highly ranked.

e Most of the elements voted on will be included in the Forest
Play area, but community preferences for type of feature
and materials of construction will be taken into account.
