They may obtain an
appointment, in person, at the LIHEAP Central Office only at 810 Barret Avenue
on November 2, 2015 between 7:00 a.m. - 4:00 p.m. and on November 3, 2015

between 7:00 a.m.- 1:00 p.m.

Starting November 4, 2015 appointments will be scheduled at all three LIHEAP
offices from 8 am to 1 pm, based on appointment availability. (The East Office is
closed for LIHEAP on Fridays).

LIHEAP

The Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) Subsidy Phase
provides financial assistance to help citizens pay utility bills. Pre-registration
opportunities begin Thursday, October 1 for income eligible residents of Jefferson
County who are elderly (60 years or over) or disabled who are receiving Social
Security, SSI, pension or Black Lung benefits. (See income eligibility chart below.)

What do you need to do apply?
To pre-register in October, you must meet the criteria above and bring with you:

[1 Your most recent heating bills or verification from your landlord that the
heating expenses are included in your rent.

[1 Social Security Card(s) (or official documentation with social security numbers
or Permanent Resident Card Number(s) for everyone living in your
household.

[ Proof of your household's income for the preceding month or proof of $0
Income (Food Stamp Award letter, Zero Income form, etc.). All individuals 18
or over in the household with no income must have a Proof of No Income
form completed prior to applying for benefits. (Available at the LIHEAP office at
810 Barret or by visiting www.louisvilleky.gov/communityservices)
